After an initial trip to Ballinafagh bog near Prosperous, Co
Kildare in 2008 the artists from The Leinster Print Studio
decided, as a collective, to explore the bog as a theme. The
result is a beautiful selection of prints that explore the bog
not only as a landscape, but delves into ancient history and
traditions of burial and sacrifice, to the cultural
associations with saving the turf and the poetic traditions
that has been inspired by the bog.
